Zbornik stadii ,, Hudba — Integracie — Interpretacie” ¢. 12 vychadza s
podtitulom ,, Hudobna kultira a vzdelavanie v medialnej spolocnosti “. Je
to téma uz dIhSiu dobu aktualna, ktoru bez poznania toho, ¢o ovplyviuje
nase myslenie, konanie nemdzeme dostatoéne pochopit a teda ani
pedagogicky interpretovat. Téma sa viaze na Siroku sféru kultury, ako i
na problematiku vychovno — vzdelavacieho procesu. Diapazon jej
prienikov zasahuje do mnohych oblasti fudskej spolo¢nosti, kde vytvara
zlozitd mnozinu premennych vztahov v historickych, ako i v su€asnych
rovinach vo vztahu k civilizanym, spoloCenskym, kulturnym a vychovno
— vzdelavacim procesom.

Vyznamné rozhranie v tomto procese vytvara praca P.R. Farnswortha z
roku 1969, The social psychology of music“ (Socialna psycholdgia
hudby)',v ktorej autor sleduje kultirne determinanty hudobného
spravania v ramci SirSich kulturnych vplyvov. Hudba a spoloCnost su tu
zachytené a analyzované v pohybe. Spomenuté skutoCnosti si
uvedomuju aj autori Studii uverejnenych v zborniku Cislo 12. Su istym
dbkazom dynamického pohybu medzi hudobnou kulturou a masmediami,
ale i impulzom na prekonavanie tradicného hudobno — pedagogického
myslenia a mozno aj rozsirujucich sa populistickych prejavov v ramci
hudobno — pedagogickych aktivit, Ci prezentacii.

Tematické zameranie zbornika integruje viaceré muzikologické a
pedagogické pohfady. V jednotlivych Studiach su zvyraznené
koexistencie historické, hudobno — teoretické, informaéné, hodnotove,
estetické, pragmatické a s nimi suvisiace javy.
