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Abstract

Music is much more a universal art of sound structure and meaning, than its
single genres and social-cultural parts, as is folk, popular and art music.
There is no remarkable gap between them concerning their structure,
function and social significance. L. v. Beethoven “arranged” more than 600
European folk songs, beside his remarkable works in the area of
symphonic, chamber and piano music. W. A. Mozart composed a set of
series of dances, popular and alamode works, especially in the last year of
his life, when engaged with the Requiem and Magic flute. J. Haydn works
make difficult to divide his popular, folk music inspirations and influence
in his compositions, including mass, symphonic or other genres. European
and Euroamerican musicology ignores not only such works and the more
than 1000 folk music arrangements and style elements of the mentioned
composers. Popular music grew up especial form the 16th century (dances,
suites etc.), without searching contacts between them, it is impossible to
grasp their specific features, not to speak about the 19" century as well as
the turn in European modern music to the 20" century (Stravinsky, Bartok,
Hindemith, Janacek and many others). European musicology is studying the
single genres apart and therefore has difficulties in integrating them into the
context of individual, national or global music in their stylistic, historic and
social meaning.

Hudba ma univerzalnejsi rozmer ako jej jednotlivé Zanre a sociokulturne
casti - teda ludovd, populdrna a ,,vazna* umelecka hudba. Nie je medzi
nimi Strukturdlna, funkcnd ani spolocenska priepast. L. v. Beethoven okrem
svojej hudby - vrcholovej symfonickej, kvartetovej a pianistickej tvorby,
upravil 600 eurdpskych ludovych piesni, variacné cykly populdrnej a
modnej dobovej hudby. W. A. Mozart napisal desiatky cyklov udovych,
dobovych a dalsich modnych tancov, najmd ked pracoval v poslednom
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roku Zivota na velkom Rekvieme a Carovnej flaute. U J. Haydna sa casto
nevieme rozhodnut, ¢i ide o Stylistické ludové alebo v ludovom duchu
komponované skladby v réznych zanrov, ktoré mu boli blizke . Europska a
euroamericka historiografia tieto diela, ich Styl a vyznam ignoruje.
Popularna hudba vyrastala najmd od 16. storocia na ludovych zakladoch a
novodobé a ,,modne” zanre ako gospel, soul, reggae, dzes a dalsSie Zanre,
ktoré sa bez ich vizby s ludovou hudbou sotva daju pochopit. To isté sa
vztahuje na hudbu 19. storocia, a modernu hudbu 20. storocia (Stravinsky,
Bartok, Hindemith, Janacek atd’.). Muzikologia jednotlivé zanre skuma
izolovane, a preto ich nevie zaradit do celkového kontextu hudobnej
kultiiry a len tazko chape ich individudlny, ndrodny a globadlny vyznam.
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
